The Arctic is bigger than the continent of North America. It is a cold
and wild place. Four million people live there and most are Inuit. You
can find them in Alaska (U.S.A.), Canada, Greenland, and Russia.

In the winter, there is usually very heavy snow and the temperature is
about minus 30 degrees. The sky is dark all the time, even in the day.

Most children ski to school or go by snowmobile. Other children wear
special snow shoes and walk fo school.
